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SAFETY COMMITTEE MEETING MINUTES

1. Call to Order and Determination of Quorum [Non-Action Item].  

Ben West called the meeting to order at 1:30 pm, read the public participation section of the agenda, took roll and declared there was a quorum.
 
2. Public Comment [Non-Action Item].

3. Announcement [Discussion Only].

No announcements from committee members. 

4. [bookmark: _Hlk172278487]Approval of October 17, 2024, Meeting Minutes [For Possible Action].  A review and approval of the Washoe County Safety Committee meeting minutes of January 16, 2025.

Anne Stoll-Truelock made a motion to approve the minutes of January 16,  2025, as written.  Sean McVickers seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.

5. Presentation and Discussion of Industrial Injury Reports [For Possible Action]. A presentation of the Industrial Injury Summary reports and discussion, and possible action, to make recommendations for the purpose of prevention of work-related injuries or illnesses.

Edwin Smith presented report for time period since last meeting, pointing out that claims are down yet again since same period last year.  Edwin  also mentioned that he spoke with vendor and there was a correct to total days away reducing by 88.  Which made days away and restricted less than last year as well, however there are open claims so that number could increase. 

Edwin noted a couple different lifting/twisting claims as well as a couple of slip and falls on ice that were at private residences. 

Ann pointed out that the summary for one claim had a claimants name in it.  Edwin will get removed and watch the notes better going forward. 

6. Communication Summary [For Possible Action}.  A review, discussion, and possible action based on the communication summary from Ben West for safety announcements to County personnel.

Edwin has previously used communications safety nominations to push out.  And will add lifting information based on the claims report.  

Ben mentioned that he would also work with communication regarding the parking lot as events start happening here in the summer and we need to be aware of pedestrians.  

7. Award Nominations [For Possible Action].  A discussion and possible recommendations of safety award nominations for County employees.

There are no new nominations. Ben West reminded members to forward any nomination that they receive to Edwin for processing, and to promote safety awards to their respective groups. 

8. Update on Safety Drills [For Possible Action].  A presentation and update by Ben West on County scheduled safety drills that have taken place since the last meeting and possible discussion of safety drills.

Edwin Smith noted that we will have a fire drill at the Administrative complex on May 28th at 9:00am and a lockdown drill at the Administrative complex on September 17th at 3:00pm. We will reach out to CERT to assist. 

Cathy Hill asked about scheduling safety inspections and requested that it be added as an agenda items. 

Ben asked Brett Seegmiller about how the jail operates drills with inmates as we are planning a drill for the courts and weren’t sure how that works. Brent mentioned that the focus at Parr Blvd has been mental health. Brent indicated that there should be written procedures with the sergents at the courts.  Ben West will reach out to them as we get closer to the drill. 


9. Announcements and Future Agendas [For Possible Action].  Comments by the Committee or staff members, limited to announcements, topics, or issues for future agendas.  No discussion among committee members will take place on this item.

Edwin will add Safety Inspections as an agenda item going forward. 

10. Public Comment [Non-Action Item].  Comments heard under this item will be limited to two minutes per person and may pertain to matters both on and off the Safety Committee agenda.  However, action may not be taken on any matter raised during this public comment period until the matter is specifically listed on an agenda as an action item.  Comments are to be made to the Safety Committee as a whole.

Edwin Smith informed the committee that the work order from facilities regarding the lighting north of Bldg B at the administrative complex that was discussed at the last meeting came back that all lighting is operational.

Anne went over an email she received from the nurse’s association regarding the area.  That during the winter Health hold events where staff returns to the office after 5:00pm. come back to the complex and don’t get to leave until later in the evening.  That the area by the conex boxes and in front of building C where the gym is located are dark at that time and members from the public come through the Wells gates and loiter in this area as well.  And makes it difficult to see lingering ice as well.
